
Heritage Days Mega Raffle Ticket Sales  
2010 

 
Overall Goal – To Sell 2,500 tickets at $50 each.    Our fundraising efforts go to help keep 
tuition low.  Tuition accounts for 40% of the cost of educating our students. 
 
2009 was our best year-to-date, with 2,032 tickets sold!  While each family is required to sell 7 
tickets, we are setting a goal this year to have each family sell 10 tickets.  With approximately 
212 families, that alone would exceed last year’s sales. 
 
We will have the following goals/incentives throughout the semester: 
 
Friday, March 19th – Ticket sales turn in due date - Each family who sells 5 tickets will be 
eligible for a dress down day, with a movie and popcorn, on Friday, March 26th.   
 
Monday, April 13th – Ticket sales turn in due date - Each family who sells 7 tickets will be 
eligible to have their name put in the Tax Day drawing for $500. 
 
Friday, May 7th -Ticket sales turn in due date - Each family who sells 10 tickets will receive: 

•  a 1-day pass to Knights Action Park for each child enrolled at Little Flower. 
•  Entry into a drawing for carnival wristbands at the Heritage Days Festival. 

o  Families will receive 1 entry for 10 tickets sold, with and an additional entry for 
each increment of 5 tickets sold.   

o Five (5) wristbands will be raffled off.  Each wristband is good for the entire 
weekend.  The  wristband entitles your child to unlimited free access to all 
bouncy houses and carnival games.  The wristband has a $25 value.   

 

NEW Tuition Incentive:  Families who sell 12 tickets by Friday, May 7th 
will get their name in a drawing for: 
 

2010/2011 Tuition Credit of $2,400! 
 
The raffle for tuition credit is contingent on selling a total of 2100 tickets.  If less than 2100 
tickets are sold as of the final day of Heritage Days, Little Flower reserves the right to reduce the 
amount of the tuition credit, with no tuition credit given if ticket sales fall below 2000 tickets. 
 
Each family who sells 12 tickets will receive one entry for the tuition credit drawing.  Each 
additional 5 tickets sold will earn families an additional entry for the tuition credit drawing.  The 
name will be drawn on June 6th, the final day of Heritage Days.
